- Stitch a green rectangle to one side of each Four Patch 
block (refer to photo for placement). Stitch a green print 2 ½” 
square to each of the remaining rectangles and then stitch 
them to the four blocks.

- Add two triangles to each of the beige squares. Match the 
triangles to the edge of the squares as shown. After stitching 
trim the edge of the beige square even with the triangles.

- Lay out the framed Four Patch blocks and modified beige 
squares in diagonal rows, as shown. First stitch the pieces in 
each row together and then stitch the rows one to the next to 
complete the runner center.

- Add the inner border by laying a border strip on the edge 
of the runner center, right sides together, being certain the 
strip extends slightly beyond the sides. Stitch, press the strip 
away from the center and then trim the ends to match the 
adjacent edges. Repeat the process until all sides are bordered.

- Add the middle and outer borders in the same manner.
- Layer the top with batting and backing, quilt and bind to 

finish you runner.
