Learn a totally new way to construct Hunter's Star quilts with Deb Tucker’s tech-
nique. With four different size options, and using two, three or four color options,
you will be amazed at how quickly this Hunter's Star will go together. In class we
will work on a three color, four block piece that measures 24"x24", just to learn the
technigue. Once you've worked through the process, you may continue to make
your piece as large as you wish. Each block contains two triangles, two trapezoids
and four star points. The only shape that is cut to an exact shape and size is the
trapezoid. This is easily accomplished by using the Rapid Fire Petite Template and
the correct cutting guidelines.

If you want to make a smaller quilt, you will have a hard time decid-
ing which cute critter to use because there are so many from which to
choose. We will be using fusible web and machine stitching to create our
little critters and with a little hand embroidery they really come to life.
