Painless Paper Piecing

Do you love to paper piece but find removing the paper tedious and time consum-
ing? With this technique, paper piecing is fast, more enjoyable and less wasteful of both 
fabric and paper. Barb has convinced all of us that this is the only way to paper piece! The 
36”x36” class project would make a great little wall hanging or table topper.

We first looked into the new book, Patchwork Table Runners, 
while planning for our 2009 From Our Table event. We felt it might 
be a good value at $19.95 for 176 pages. We certainly weren’t disap-
pointed. The book begins with a chapter on modifying runners to 
fit the space you wish to cover. Numerous suggestions will help 
you make charming pieces to accent tables, dressers or even 
walls. 

The book then moves on to directions for the individual proj-
ects – I counted well over 35 different designs. You will find plenty 
of pieced and appliquéd works, but also distinctive runners made 
with embroidery and even coiling techniques. Paige has already 
stitched her own versions of three of the fantastic pieces from the 
book. If variety is the spice of life then this book is a tangy treasure!

A Passion for Piecing has just arrived in the shop. As the cover 
states, this volume is filled with breathtaking quilts made from easy 
paper pieced units. Claudia Clark Meyers, the books author, shares 
her passion for quilting and unique design sense on each and 
every page.

Claudia begins by answering the question, “Why am I doing 
this?” She points out that she is a passionate quilter who never 
follows the rules – she has never been able to make a quilt the way 
it was “supposed” to be made! Her hope is that you will look at the 
information included in the book and let it inspire you to create 
exceptional works of your own. 

Sections on fabric selection, fabric purchasing, tools, swatch 
boards and basic techniques get you started. Claudia then shares 
her three-pin method for piecing curves and gives guidance that 
will allow you to select the most suitable technique for each step 
of your project.

Photo galleries begin each of the block chapters in the book. 
The amazing quilts are composed of just the four blocks shown – 
Pineapples, LeMoyne Stars, Mariner’s Compasses and Fans. By 
changing fabric placement, scale and style an endless sea of design 
opens. 

Consider making one of the pieces in the book or use them as 
a “jumping off” point for your next tour de force.  Book $28.95
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
